· A Texas A&M University former student or group of former students must have owned 51% or more of the company from January 1, 2002 through December 31, 2004, or 

· A Texas A&M University former student must have been active in the business and have served as the Company’s chief executive (for example CEO, president or managing partner) from January 1, 2002 through December 31, 2004.
